May 31, 2025 – Tucson 13, Santa Fe 7
On a beautiful evening with the Sangre de Cristo Mountains as the backdrop, the Tucson Saguaros exploded for 6 runs in the ninth inning to secure a 13 to 7 win over the Santa Fe Fuego.  Left fielder Marquise Wood started the parade around the bases with a three-run homer and center fielder Anthony Manicero followed with a two-run shot as the Saguaros proceeded to put the game out of reach.  Two outs later right fielder Dahiandy Johnson (who was oh for five at that point) doubled in pinch runner Jacob Elizondo to complete the scoring for Tucson.  
Up until that decisive rally, the game had been close with the Saguaros owning a slim 6 to 5 lead after seven innings of play.  Saguaro starter and winning pitcher Travis Cole allowed 4 runs in 5 innings while scattering 10 hits.  For good measure the right hander homered in his last at bat before handing the ball to the bullpen.  
For the whole game, the Fuego could only come up with six hits – two by Christopher Martínez (who also turned in a couple of web gems at short stop), two by Rupert Watson (who played a solid third base), and two by relief pitcher Kuan-Ju Wu, who took the loss although he allowed only one earned run in three innings of work.  
Santa Fe starter Loffy De Vallin kept Tucson off the score board in the first and third innings but in the second frame he hit a batter, walked a batter, and gave up a pair of singles that caused Tucson to put up a four-spot on the scoreboard, an albatross that the Fuego could not get off their backs for the rest of the game.
